The Congressional Schools of Virginia is a member of the National Association of Independent Schools (NAIS) School Scholarship Service (SSS) located in Princeton, NJ. Congressional uses the SSS services as a method of objectively deciding a family’s ability to contribute to educational expenses.  Congressional’s Financial Aid Committee makes the final determination regarding the amount of the financial aid award.  School budget constraints may limit the number and size of financial aid awards.  Financial aid awards are considered on a year-by-year basis and applications are held in strict confidence. 

The following information is designed to help you through the online financial aid application process -  
· Congressional’s School code is 4267

· Current year estimated tax information may be used to complete the Parent Financial Statement

· Completed tax forms for the previous year will be required before a final grant decision is made. Complete your Federal Income Tax Return as early as possible in order that you have this information available in time to meet the financial aid deadline (see below)


· Hard copies of the following forms must be turned in to Congressional’s Business Office

- Copy of most recent W-2 forms

- Copy of Parents’ Financial Statement (as submitted online to SSS)

- Copy of most recent completed tax forms
